Easy access and easy pay

Student PINs (Personal Identification Numbers) or barcodes will be used by all students for meal purchases. POS
(point of service) scanners are located at all carts and other service areas. Barcodes are on the back of each student’s
ID card. Student’s simply scan their barcode or enter their PIN and their purchase will be deducted from their account.
They may also pay with cash but their barcode must be swiped or their PIN entered. Students who qualify will

receive the meal without charge.

Payment Options

There are several options to pre-pay for meals:

- Internet. San Diego Unified uses a service called PayPams that allows parents to make payments
to the student’s cafeteria account using VISA, MasterCard or Discover Card. www.PayPams.com

- Phone. PayPams can also be accessed by an automated phone system at (888) 994-5100.

- Personal Check. Place check in sealed envelope and write the student’s name, grade, homeroom
number on the outside of the envelope. Give envelope to cafeteria personnel.

- Cash. Place cash in a sealed envelope and write the student’s complete name, grade and homeroom
number on the envelope. Cash is deposited into the student’s account the same day it is received.

Free and Reduced Price Lunch Program

SDUSD participates in the National School Lunch and Breakfast Programs. These are federally subsidized programs
and students may be eligible to receive free or reduced-price meals (no charge in SDUSD). The Free and Reduced-Price
Meal Application packet is available at the school office, cafeteria, or the central Food Service office at Revere Center,
6735 Gifford Way, San Diego, 92111.
