Dear Patrick Henry High Parents:

It is always hard to believe the school year is moving so fast. February brings our articulation schedule
as we plan for every student's new academic program in the fall. Our seniors continue their wait to learn
of their college admissions acceptances, and our tenth grade students take the important California High
School Exit Exam (CAHSEE) on March 8-9. February and March also bring many exciting events at
Patrick Henry High that directly support your student's education and provide information and fun:

Feb. 17-- Elective Fair is time for students and parents to hear about our outstanding elective courses,
academices, and pathways from the teachers and students themselves. We team this event with our
new student orientation for an evening of learning about why Patrick Henry High has so many options for
our students to learn and pursue their interests.

Feb. 24 -- Film "Race to Nowhere" and short discussion after. This film is being screened as a grass-
roots movement in schools across the United States. Come see "Race to Nowhere" and join in the
discussion of how this affects our students.

Feb. 27 -- "Patrick Henry High Goes to the Oscars" Join our drama, choral, and instrumental students
as they dress up, walk the red carpet to cheer on our school's famous actress, Annette Bening, as she is
recognized as a nominee for the Best Actress. The evening event begins with the red carpet arrival at
4:00 p.m. outside the Patrick Henry High auditorium.

Feb. 28 -- Area 8 Cluster Town Hall Meeting. The Henry and Serra High Clusters are joining together for
an evening discussion of school budgets. The event will take place in our auditorium at 6:00 p.m.

March 16 -- Parent Visitation Day. This is a great morning to visit your students’ classes and see all the
many interesting lessons and activities at Patrick Henry High. Please join me in a short information
meeting 8:00-8:30 a.m. in our Library; there will be time for questions and answers prior to visiting our
classrooms.

In other news:

Planning for our new theater continues, and efforts to secure further funding through a partnership from
one of the community college districts are also progressing. | hope to have more news in the next few
months.

Whooping cough, Pertussis, immunizations (Tdap) will be required by a new State law for all incoming
7th-12th grade students beginning fall 2011-12. Students who have not received this booster shot prior
to the beginning of school will not be allowed to start school. Please contact your child's doctor now to
schedule an immunization appointment. Some students may qualify for free immunizations through the
\Vaccines for Children Program. After your child receives this vaccine, bring documentation of the Tdap
booster to our school nurse.

The budget process for the 2011-12 school year has finished, and Patrick Henry High saw an 8%
reduction. Cuts were made to materials, professional development, a reduction in services from our site
IT provider, and the elimination of our Parent Academic Liaison, a position that was eliminated. Our




budget continues to support our teaching, counseling, and clerical staff, as well as continued service from
our nurse, librarian, and vice principals. The athletics budget and elective funding will continue to
support our extra-curricular programs that enrich our students' lives. Our academic program will continue
to thrive with our Engineering and Teaching Academies as well as our strong liberal arts, medical
science, world language, and performing arts programs.

We also have an update concerning the soil remediation plan for the softball field at the corner of Navajo
and Parkridge from Loren E. Chico, Civil/Environmental Engineering Coordinator in our district's Facilities
Planning and Construction Department. "TRC’s (Conoco-Phillips contractor) remediation system is now
operational and they are intercepting water coming from the gas station and re-directing it to their existing
treatment system in the street, adjacent to that gas station; thus meaning such groundwater is no longer
entering the site. Thereafter, the infield dirt will be placed, the top soil will be spread-and-compacted,
where grass is to be placed, and the field will be covered with sod. We're evaluating the possibility of
using a different kind of sod, which comes in larger and thicker sizes, and which could potentially reduce
the establishment time so we can deliver the field quicker. As we currently stand, and barring any last-
minute glitches, we expect to complete the project around the first week of March 2011, not including any
maintenance period required to establish the grass to make the field playable. The length of time for the
maintenance period is not yet known, simply because it varies depending on the sod utilized; however, it
appears at this time the maximum maintenance period for the sod would likely be 90-days, possibly less.

Empezando en el otofio del ciclo escolar 2010-11, de acuerdo a una nueva ley estatal, todos los alumnos
de los grados del 7-12 deberan recibir la vacuna de la tos ferina, pertusis (Tdap) antes de ingresar a
clases. Los alumnos que no reciban esta vacuna de refuerzo antes de iniciar el ciclo escolar no seran
admitidos a clases. Favor de comunicarse con el médico de su hijo/a para programar una cita y recibir
su vacuna. Algunos alumnos califican para recibir una vacuna gratuita por medio del Programa Vaccines
for Children (Vacunas para Nifios). Después de recibir la vacuna traiga su comprobante de la vacuna
Tdap booster al/la enfermero/a del plantel.

El proceso del prepuesto para el ciclo escolar 2011-12 ha concluido y la Preparatoria Patrick Henry tuvo
gue hacer una reduccién de 8%. Se hicieron recortes en la distribucion de fondos para el material,
desarrollo profesional, una reduccién de servicios de parte de nuestros proveedor de servicios IT
(tecnologia) y la eliminacion de nuestro PAL (Enlace Académico para Padres); un puesto que fue
eliminado. Nuestro presupuesto continlia apoyando a nuestro personal de maestros, consejeros y
personal de la oficina, al igual que la continuacion de nuestro/a enfermero/a, bibliotecario/a y
subdirectores. El presupuesto para el programa de deportes y fondos para las clases optativas



continuara apoyando a nuestros programas extracurriculares para enriquecer las vidas de nuestros
alumnos. Nuestro programa académico continuara progresando con nuestras academias de ingenieria 'y
ensefianza igual que nuestros establecidos programas de artes liberales, ciencia médica, idiomas
mundiales y artes interpretativas.

En este momento si no
surgen problemas de Ultimo momento, esperamos poder completar el proyecto aproximadamente
durante la primera semana de marzo 2011, sin incluir cualquier tipo de mantenimiento que sea necesario
para establecer la constitucion del pasto y que esté listo para usarse. Aldn no sabemos cual es la
cronologia del periodo de mantenimiento, simplemente porque depende del pasto que se utilice; sin
embargo, es probable que esta vez el maximo periodo de tiempo necesario sea 90 dias, posiblemente
menos.

Patrick Henry High School has been using Naviance, a web based service
designed especially for students and parents for 2 years now. Naviance Family
Connection is a comprehensive website that you and your child can research
colleges sign up for college visits and access coll ege scholarship information.

Naviance is an electronic college data managements  ystem used by the PHHS
counseling department to keep track of student data including student GPAs,
standardized test scores, college choices, college application information and a
personality and career assessment. PHHS students ar e registered and trained on
the Naviance Family Connection for access to their personal site which includes
general college information and electronic college search tools. The college data
in Family Connection allows a student to search for the right individual college
matches.

Family Connection can also be used to store a perso  nal game plan, a list of
possible careers and majors, a resume, a listof co  lleges a student is considering,
a list of colleges to which he/she is applying, col lege application tasks, and
application results. This is private information th at can only be accessed by the
student, parents or the counseling department. Stud ents can also be contacted
by e-mail about college visits, deadlines, surveys and other pertinent college
information from the counseling department. Studen ts and parents will also
begin completing course planners and academic revie w/plans through Naviance.
Previously Naviance had only been available to the PHHS staff and students.

AP tests can be purchased in the finance office from February 14 to March 11.
STUDENTS MUST BRING THE COMPLETED AP CONTRACT TO THE FINANCE

EARLY ALERT TO SCHOOLS
Assembly Bill 354 Becomes Law
2011 Pertussis (Whooping Cough) Immunization Requir ~ ements for Students
September 30, 2010

Whooping cough (pertussis) has been widespread in California during 2010. The
California Department of Public Health recommends that all Californians 10 years
and older receive a booster shot against pertussis (also known as “Tdap™).
Moreover, Assembly Bill 354, now chaptered into California law, requires students to
be immunized against pertussis®:

For the 2011-12 school year only, all _students entering 7™ through 12 ™
grades will need proof of a Tdap booster shot before starting school. This
requirement:
- Begins July 1, 2011.

Can be met by receiving one dose of Tdap vaccine on or after the 10"

birthday.

Applies to all public and private schools.

Does not affect students enrolled in summer school.

Beginning July 1, 2012, and beyond , all students entering the 7 ™ grade will
need proof of a Tdap booster shot before starting school.

Starting now, please use your school websites, newsletters, report card messages,
and other communications to send the following information:
Pertussis is widespread. If your child 10 years and older has not yet received
the ‘Tdap’ pertussis booster shot, please contact your doctor or health
department. Getting a booster shot now will protect your child against the
ongoing threat of pertussis and meet a new school requirement that begins in
the 2011-12 school year (California law - Assembly Bill 354).

Adults are also advised to get a pertussis booster shot, if they haven't
already, to protect themselves, their families, and their students.

Updates on implementing this new law will be posted later in the 2010-2011 school
year at www.cdph.ca.gov/Healthinfo/discond/Pages/Pertussis.aspx, which currently
has general information about pertussis disease and immunization.

“Tdap” = Tetanus toxoid, reduced diphtheria toxoid and acellular pertussis vaccine.
Exemptions permitted for verified medical conditions or personal beliefs.
