 Dear Parents: 
 
 High schools are very busy places, and we been working on a number of big projects to help improve the 
education of our students.  Matt Kalal, Chris Carr, Carol Fleming, and our Board member, Katherine Nakamura, 
are working to find funding for the construction of a new auditorium.   A Career Technical Education (CTE) 
Grant was written to provide support classrooms for our Theater Tech classes which currently do not have any 
facilities with our cafetorium.  The new support rooms would be built along with the new auditorium on the land 
where the bungalows are currently located and would include a scenery building room, costume room, 
performance rooms, audio room, a production and management room, and concessions and theater store facilities.  
 
   In addition, our engineering teachers have been working to obtain a CTE Grant to provide three state-of-
the art engineering classrooms, complete with computer stations for every student and construction space in a new 
wood shop. We hope these state grants are funded to greatly improve these classrooms for our students.   
 
 Our math teachers are currently attending training sessions to learn how to use their Promethean Boards 
to provide interactive instruction for our students.  When fully installed, every math student will have access to a 
computer tablet to use to solve problems and instantly display answers on the Promethean Board.  Our CAHSEE 
math classes now have Accelerated Math installed to support their learning.  We will soon have more online math 
instructional programs on the new computer lab set up for them. 
 
 Our online credit courses have begun for a number of students who are taking courses we do not offer, 
such as Macro Economics.  The students will work on the APEX program at home after school, and take all tests 
in our new on-line lab.  We continue to have six periods of on-line credit recovery APEX classes, which is 
helping more students to meet graduation requirements. 
 
 I want to thank you for joining our Patrick Henry High Foundation, so there is money to support many 
outstanding activities for our students, including Justice 101, a visit to Judge Link’s courtroom at Superior Court. 
Every senior will participate in a daylong visit to the courthouse where they learn first hand about legal system, 
what happens to people who do not make the right choices, and how to keep themselves out of trouble.  Judge 
Link’s presentation is one they will not forget, and I want to thank Judge Link for all he has done to help our 
seniors become responsible adults. 
 
 Finally, I want to share our Academic Performance Indicator (API) Test scores from last spring’s 
California Standards Tests.  Some scores went up, but others went down.  Listed below are Patrick Henry High’s 
score, the disaggregated group scores, and how they changed from 2008. 
 
Patrick Henry High        -   5 points 759 
African-American    + 14points 648 
Asian    -  5 points 831 
Hispanic  - 15 points 675 
White   -  6 points 821 
 
Our students and teachers are working to raise our achievement scores for 2010.  Thank you for your continued 
support of our excellent students and school.

 Estimados Padres de Familia: 
 
 Las escuelas Preparatorias son lugares de mucho movimiento, por lo cual estamos colaborando en varios proyectos 
de regular tamaño para ayudar a mejorar la educación de nuestros alumnos. Matt Kalal, Chris Carr, Carol Fleming y la Sra. 
Katherine Nakamura, integrante de la Mesa Directiva de Educación han trabajado en la búsqueda de subsidios para la 
construcción de un auditorio nuevo. Se formuló una Subvención de Educación Profesional y Técnica (CTE) para 
proporcionar apoyo a los salones para las clases de Tecnología Teatral, las cuales en la actualidad no cuentan con 
instalaciones en la cafetería-auditorio. Los salones de apoyo nuevos se construirían junto con el auditorio nuevo en el terreno 
donde se ubican los búngalos e incluirían un salón de elaboración de escenografía, habitación para disfraces, salas de 
representación, salón de audio y un recinto para producción y administración, además de concesiones e instalaciones de 
almacén para el teatro. 
 
 Además, los maestros de ingeniería han trabajado en un diseño para obtener la Subvención CTE para proporcionar 
tres salones de vanguardia para ingeniería, con estaciones de computadora para cada alumno y lugar para construcción en la 
carpintería nueva. Esperamos que estas subvenciones estatales se subsidien para mejorar enormemente estos salones para los 
alumnos. 
 
 Los maestros de Matemáticas a la fecha acuden a sesiones de capacitación para aprender a utilizar los Tableros 
Promethean para proveer enseñanza interactiva a los estudiantes. Cuando estén completamente instalados, cada alumno/a de 
Matemáticas tendrá acceso a un tablero de computación para resolver los problemas e instantáneamente mostrar las 
respuestas en el Tablero Promethean. Las clases de Matemáticas para el Examen CAHSEE, ya cuentan con la instalación del 
programa Matemáticas Aceleradas para apoyar el aprendizaje de estos alumnos. Pronto tendremos más programas educativos 
por Internet en el nuevo laboratorio de computación que se instala para estos alumnos. 
 
 Los cursos por Internet para obtener créditos ya dieron principio para muchos alumnos que toman estos cursos que 
no impartimos nosotros, tales como Macro-Economía. Los alumnos trabajarán con el programa APEX en casa por las tardes 
y presentarán todas las pruebas en el nuevo laboratorio por Internet. Seguimos contando con clases de seis períodos de 
recuperación de créditos APEX por Internet, los cuales ayudan a más alumnos a cumplir con los requisitos de graduación. 
 
 Deseo agradecerles su integración a la Fundación de la Preparatoria Patrick Henry, por lo que contaremos con los 
fondos suficientes para apoyar muchas actividades sobresalientes para los alumnos, como: Justice 101, que es una visita a la 
cámara del Juez Link en el Tribunal Superior. Cada alumno de doceavo grado participará en una visita de todo el día a los 
tribunales donde aprenderán de viva voz sobre el sistema legal, que sucede cuando la gente no toma las opciones correctas y 
cómo evitarse los problemas legales. La presentación del Juez Link es algo que nunca olvidarán, por lo que deseo agradecer 
al Juez Link por todo lo que ha hecho para ayudar a que los alumnos de doceavo grado se conviertan en adultos responsables. 
 
 Por último, deseo compartir los resultados del Índice de Rendimiento Académico (API) en los Exámenes de Criterio 
de California de la primavera pasada. Algunos resultados subieron, otros bajaron. Este año los maestros trabajan arduamente 
para aumentar el rendimiento académico.  Aquí tenemos el puntaje de Patrick Henry, grupos de puntajes y como han 
cambiado desde el 2008.

�            Please notify Ms. Ellis in the Nurse’s Office at least 24 hours in advance to 
request a medical blue slip, we prefer written notice. 

�            Medical Blue slips must be picked up in the Nurse’s office the day of your 
appointment; they will not be delivered to the classroom. If the blue slip is not 
picked up, please be prepared to go to the classroom to get your student.

The boys are defending CIF Division 1 champs, with an 8th 
place finish in the fastest state meet race ever.

Breslow bring experience on the state meet course. The girls, led by seniors Leigh Martin, Laura and 
Susan Redlinger, were expected to rebound from last year’s fourth place finish in the Eastern League.  
 
Coaches Andrew Myette and Tom Sweet were pleasantly surprised by the improvement of returning 
runners, especially Juniors David Watson and Thomas Redlinger, and sophomores Adam O’Regan, 
Shayan Rastegarpour, and John Young. 
 
A flock of almost 40 freshmen attended summer programs and has made an immediate impact. 
Hannah Kay has won medals in every local race and will contend for the top spot in the Eastern 
League. She has fellow frosh, Katherine Kurz, Emily O’Sullivan, Camille Jorgensen, and Alexandra 
Shade running near the front with her. Eric Cota and Jorge Matt-Navarro have been consistent 
medalists in San Diego, with Matt-Navarro winning the frosh race at last week’s Central Park Invite in 
Huntington Beach.  

As Eastern League competition begins, the Henry varsity boys, girls, and JV carry momentum from a 
successful series of performances at invitational meets. Beginning with the Vaquero Classic in 
Lakeside, and continuing through the Bronco Invitational in Escondido and the Mt Carmel Invite, 
Henry’s runners performed well at all levels against the best teams in San Diego.  

In mid-September, the varsity boys returned to Irvine-Woodbridge for the featured night races against 
the top teams in Southern California. Led by Ryan Urie (14:39 for 3 miles) and Kellen Blumberg 
(14:46), the team finished 12th in the Sweepstakes.  On October 10 the varsity teams headed north to 
Clovis, where Kellen and Ryan’s top ten placing led the patriot team to a 10th place against most of the 
state leaders. Hannah Kay was the top Henry girl, with three other frosh following in a strong showing 
against varsity competition. At last report the boys were rated the #7 D2 team in the state, with both 
Urie and Blumberg ranked in the top 50 runners nationally. 
 
The Henry varsity boys and girls and junior varsity boys’ teams all scored big victories in the first 
Eastern League meet against San Diego and Kearny on October 6. The varsity placed seven boys in 
the first ten finishers, with Ryan and Kellen finishing within three seconds of the school record for the 
Morley Field course. The girls, led by frosh Hannah Kay, had 17 of the first 18 runners to dominate 
their opponents.  The junior varsity swept to perfect scores over the opposition. 
 
The next competition for the varsity and top freshmen teams will be the historic Mt. SAC Invitational on 
October 24 in Walnut. The entire team races Serra and Point Loma on October 27 at Morley Field.
